PREPARATION (Clips are facing Interior)

R Drill 3/16” holes in master frame. Holes
should be (4) inches from the corner on each
side and approximately (18) inches on center.
Holes should be angled slightly towards the
window jamb on the sides and toward the head
at the top so the installation screws do not split
the wood blind stop.

Make Sure that the blind stops or other
mounting surface is free of nails, staples,
screws, or excess caulking.

2) Set the storm window in the opening with all glass inserts clipped in place to keep storm window

square.

3) Push the storm window to the top of the opening making sure that the meeting rail is aligned with

the meeting rail of the prime window.

4) Apply screws (supplied by Allied Window) in both side and top rails.
5) Push expander down to sill and seal expander with caulking leaving the weep holes
open. Check for a good seal around master frame at this time.
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
