INSTALLING GLASS OR SCREEN PANELS

1) Install the plain panel (panel with no handles) into the back channel of the head track. Push the panel
up until the bottom of the panel clears the top of the vinyl sill track and set the panel into the back track
of the vinyl sill.

2) Install the handle panel into the front channel of the head track. (Make sure the felt on the back of the
panel is in the proper location.) Push the panel up until the bottom of the panel clears the top of the vi-
nyl sill track and set the panel into the front track of the vinyl sill. Slide panels to their proper location.
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
